Minutes for Flotilla meeting – January 21, 2010

The presentations on Sexual Harassment Prevention and Diversity were presented by Catherine before the start of the meeting.  A summary and comments followed.

The meeting was called to order by Dan Smuro.  He gave an update on Bill Szilasi, informing us he was expected to be home the following day and was doing fine.

A summary of topics from the Division meeting was presented by Bob McNamara.

1. There is a new 7029.  It is not an e-form.  When submitting it to Peter, FSO-IS, you only send page 1.  The second page is a worksheet for the member.

2. Loran C is out of business as of 8 February 2010

3. The Boat Show is Jan 20-24 – The Auxiliary has booth 518

4. There is a full TCT course tentatively scheduled for Feb. 27th at the Senior Center at the Highlands,  Peter will query who needs this 8 hour course.

5. Paulette Nedrow is talking about having a day or weekend to get everyone and their boats together to get anyone qualified who needs it.  More information will follow on this.

6. The Division PE class is going to be scheduled in June.  They may also run a GPS class.

7. Aug 14 is the Division Picnic.  There is a calendar of all events on the Division website.

Flotilla officer reports.

IS – Peter has loaded everything for the end of the year and reviewed the new form.

VE – no VEs yet.  There are still discrepancies in the reports – one between the flotilla numbers and AUXDATA and the other between two reports both from Division. This is troublesome, and anyone who does a VE needs to send at least an email to Bob Hook so his numbers match.
PS – Gary Barnett is now AP status in the flotilla.  2 packets were sent out but the paperwork is not in yet.  FSO-PS received 2 phone calls and an email from people explaining their absence at the meeting.

PE – the March class is the 16th, 23rd and 30th.  There are only 4 people signed up so far so be sure to get out the brochures that Monica will be sending.  Walter would like to have another chart reading class. You don’t need to be a state certified IT to help teach it and you could get instructor hours.  There was a discussion about the cost of the PE class and should we offer it for less. It will stay as it is, which is what others are charging.  This will be a good year to see how many sign up because of the certification process of past boaters is completed.  Last year was a recorded setting year for students in our classes.

No secretary report.

Finance report given.  It was approved pass the vote.  The prepared audit, financial and material, was given to the FC.  This was signed and submitted to Division. A budget for 2010 was presented to the flotilla.  Catherine made a motion to accept it, Bob Hook seconded.  Vote by the flotilla approved the budget.

A discussion followed on the about we have in our accounts.  We have more than any other flotilla.  There was some concern stated about having that amount and not spending it on Auxiliary items/ supplies. Vince has asked different officers what they need with no answers.

Vince presented a letter to the flotilla that he addressed to the FC and VFC.  He is concerned about membership.  We have 28 members, 17 have paid, and the attendance is low for various reasons.  He stated the need for new and younger people.  Discussion followed.  There were many statements about what the Auxiliary used to be like.  The question is how to deal with it as it is now and get and retain members.
This leads to an assignment by the VFC.  He would like everyone to bring in a sentence, 10 words or less, starting with “This year I want to. . . “
